“Having gone through three editor changes in six years, | think the key is to stay focused on the
writing. | have a ‘career plan’ written out that includes what | want to submit and when.
Whenever I've gotten a new editor, I've immediately scheduled a conversation so | can discuss
my plan and her expectations of me. | try to keep the emotion out of it and remember that this is
a business, a brutal one at times, and the only thing | stand a chance of controlling is what |

“‘Remind yourself that yes, you are a writer, but you're also *more* than a writer. Acknowledge
the other blessings and joys in your life. Otherwise, it's easy to blow things out of proportion --

“I weathered a seven-year dry spell after my second published book by doggedly refusing to
give up and switching from straight contemporary to romantic comedy. I've now sold 26 books.

“After receiving a request at an editor pitch appointment, | sent in my manuscript and got back a
letter saying the editor would be willing to look at it again if | revised. So | revised. In the
meantime, | heard she was no longer acquiring for that line. When | got ready to send it, | called
her and asked what | should do. She told me to send it to the new editor for that line, which |
did. Then a few months later, | got a form rejection from an editorial assistant. It was very
frustrating to feel like | had gotten that close, only to have an assistant send the rejection.
(Actually, he sent it twice! LOL) But it ended up being a blessing. | went on to sell my first book
to Steeple Hill Love Inspired and can now write the inspirational books | love. ~ Missy Tippens

“The hurdle is when | start obsessing about things | can't control. | try to look at publishing as

“Don’t mourn the editor who has moved on — get to know the new one and have a frank
conversation about expectations, both yours and hers. Hiding isn’t going to help! This will
assure her that she’s inherited a solid author from her predecessor, someone who is committed
to your career and the success of your books with her house. Depending on the circumstances,
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she may be a little overwhelmed at first, so unless you're approaching a deadline, an email
introducing yourself and asking when you can talk would be better than a phone call." ~ Berta
